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Like all charitable organizations, Chaîne de l'Espoir Luxembourg was not
spared by the consequences of the Covid19 pandemic since our NGO was
forced to hold off its missions abroad as well as the reception of sick
children in Luxembourg. At the same time, its sources of funding
(concerts planned in April and October, toy market, Christmas market,
etc.) have been compromised by the inability, this year, of bringing
together large audiences.
This historic crisis has solicited the best of all of us: patience and
resilience, solidarity and creativity have allowed us to hold on until now.
Faced with a completely new situation, Chaîne de l'Espoir Luxembourg
adapted itself throughout the year to continue its missions because,
Covid19 or not, the needs for surgical care, training and medical
equipment remain important.

Faced with this double challenge, our NGO, which was able to lead a
mission in Jordan in March and has obtained the right to use a new tool
(The SAT Med satellite communication platform enables remote medical
staff to be teleconsultant and trained in optimal conditions), purchased
new medical equipment for newborns in Bangladesh,  and co-founded the
creation of a paramedical workshop in Senegal and provided the means
to operate several dozen Syrian refugee children through a partnership
with Hanan Hospital in Amman, Jordan.

At the same time, our association has seen its efforts this year - and its
results! - recognized by the Luxembourgish State with an NGO status.
The latter will allow our association to benefit from State co-financing
for missions conducted abroad as well as to offer our donors the
possibility of tax deductibility of their donations under the conditions
provided for by law. It is therefore a positive and encouraging

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assessment- given the extraordinary circumstances we experienced in
2020 - that we present to you through this annual activity report.

Chaîne de l'Espoir Luxembourg’s objective is to
improve access to specialized health care
treatment and to improve the quality of care
provided in partner hospitals.

The organization was established in 2016 and is
now active in Jordan, Senegal, Rwanda and
Bangladesh, countries in which it conducts
surgical and training missions. 

In the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, CDEL took
care of sick children from Benin, Burundi, DR
Congo, Madagascar, Senegal and Rwanda who
could not be operated on in their country of
origin.

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LThe General Assembly has the authority to
take decisions relating to the realization of
the object of the association. In the
exceptional context of the Covid 19 health
crisis and in accordance with the law, the
2020 Annual General Meeting was organized
by sending to each member, on February 15,
2021, the balance sheet, cash flow
statement, financial report, the 2021
provisional budget and the proposal for a
re-election for 2 years of all the members of
the Board of Directors.
CDEL members who responded until the
predefined deadline of April 30, 2021,
unanimously approved the status report of
the 2020 activities, validated the cash flow
statement and the financial report for the
2020 financial year as well as the projected
budget for 2021. They also gave a discharge
to the Treasurer for the financial statements
for the financial year 2020 as well as to the
outgoing Board of Directors and re-elected
all members of the Board of Directors for a
further period of 2 years.

Even though our mission was shortened by 2 days due
to the start of national lockdowns:

- 85 children were received in consultation and 14 were
operated on

- 45 newborns and young children benefited from early
hip dislocation screening;

-  Children operated on during our previous mission in
Amman were received for post-operative consultation.
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AWARENESS RAISING ACTIONS

The Jordan 2020 mission gave Chaîne de
l'Espoir Luxembourg the opportunity to get
in touch with local authorities and
international organizations such as the
United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees. It has also made it possible to raise
awareness of doctors working on the spot
about the immense need for medical
treatment of children whose situation is
more than precarious. In this context CDEL
is considering the extension of its traditional
areas of competence (cardiac surgery, ENT
and orthopedic) in order to respond as
widely as possible to the needs of refugees
(visceral surgery, urology).

EIn collaboration with Chaîne de l'Espoir Belgium,
Chaîne de l'Espoir Luxembourg co-financed a sewing
workshop at the Albert Royer Hospital in Dakar. This
allowed the production of masks, blouses, charlottes,
and other essential protections. The hospital’s textile
equipment costs are reduced and the workshop offers
permanent employment to local dressmakers.

Failing to be able to return to the field this year with
his medical team, our NGO continues to help children
in Bangladesh and has donated 5,000 euros for the
purchase of pediatric equipment for the neonatal
department of Friendship Hospital Shyamnagar. An
incubator, a neonatal phototherapy device, an
oximeter and a heart monitor were recently acquired
and are now at the service of the little ones!

ORGANIZATION AND
FINANCING OF THE
OPERATION OF 25 CHILDREN
SUFFERING FROM
CRYPTORCHIDISM

 

In Jordan, where we have been present since 2017,
Chaîne de l'Espoir Luxembourg has brought an
innovative solution by mandating local surgeons: some
25 young Syrian refugees from the Zaatari camp
suffering from cryptorchidism (a fetal abnormality of
the male genital system that leads to infertility) were
thus operated within our partner hospital in Amman,
Hanan Hospital. On the basis of a pre-selection made
by teleconference with Dr Jerry Kieffer, all the
children were able to be operated on during the last
two weeks of September. The financial agreement with
the local surgeons also provides for post-operative
follow-up and the care that accompanies it, the
doctors of our NGO have received a detailed report on
the smooth running of operations and the evolution of
the health of young patients.

In a partnership with SATMEDband with the support of the
telecommunications company SES, the doctors of Chaîne de l'Espoir
Luxembourg will be able to use a new satellite communication platform
specifically dedicated to the medical and humanitarian world. Rapid
exchange of information, transmission and sharing of medical records
(including scanners, x-rays, MRIs, ...) under optimal conditions of security
and respect for medical confidentiality, more fluid communication with
hospitals in remote regions of the world or virtual consultations are
among the possibilities offered by this innovative tool.  Chaîne de l'Espoir
Luxembourg – which will be the first Luxembourg ONGD to use it – will be
able to provide remote medical training for the staff of its partner
hospitals in Dakar (Senegal) and Amman (Jordan)-; and the most complex
cases can be immediately referred to our surgeons as part of a sharing of
expertise.
